A RESOLUTION REGARDING OPEN BURNING
WITHIN THE UNINCORPORATED
AREA OF OSBORNE COUNTY, KANSAS

WHEREAS, Osborne County, Kansas, 1is a county municipal
government with the power of home rule pursuant to K.S.A. 19-101
et seq.;

WHEREAS, the State of Kansas through administrative
regulations, has ruled that the regulation of open burning in a
rural area is the responsibility of local governments.

WHEREAS, agricultural open burning is a common and prudent
land management practice within this county and

WHEREAS, agricultural open burning can present risk of harm
to neighboring lands, neighboring residents and users of public
roads.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY

COMMISSIONERS OF OSBORNE COUNTY:

SECTION ONE: BURN PERMITS REQUIRED

p K Agricultural open burning, defined as open burning of
vegetations such as grass, woody species, crop residue and other
dry plant growth for the purpose of crop, range, pasture,
wildlife or watershed management, and old structures on
agricultural land, shall be conducted only under the following

conditions which meet or exceed K.A.R. 28-19-648,




AL The person conducting the burn shall notify the
Osborne County Sheriff’s Dispatcher at 785-346-2001 before the
burning begins of the intent to burn, the location of the burn,
the items being burned, estimated time of the burn, any affected
roadways, and the name and phone number of the responsible party
conducting the said burn. The Sheriff will immediately notify
the fire chief of the district in which the burn will occur as
to the information of the burn. The Osborne County Sheriff’s
Office is considered the local fire authority.

B. The person shall ensure there is an adequate firebreak
for the burn.

Cie The person shall have at the location of their burn
the following: tractor and disc; other fire extinguishing
equipment, and/or adequate portable water supply and applicator.

D. A person shall not conduct a buxn that creates a
traffic hazard. If conditions exist that may result in gsmoke
blowing toward or settling over a public roadway, the person
conducting the burn shall give adeguate notification to the
Kansas Highway Patrol, the Osborne County Sheriff’s Office, and
any other appropriate state or local traffic control authorities
before burning.

E. A person shall not conduct a burn that creates an
airport safety hazard. If smoke may effect visibility at an

airport, the person conducting the burn shall give adequate




notification to the appropriate airport authorities before
burning.

F. The person conducting the burxrn shall insure that the
burning has constant adult supervision wuntil the fire is
extinguished.

G. Out -of-control burns will subject the person
conducting the burn to an assessment of costs as follows:
$250.00 per fire truck that responds to the fire, and $15.00 per
hour for each responding firefighter.

2 Agricultural open burning is strongly discouraged if
the surface wind speed is greater than 15 miles pexr hour or is
forecasted at the National Weather Service to be greater than 15
miles per hour anytime during planned burn. Burning at wind
speeds at or greater than 15 miles per hour is not considered
safe.

3 The Osborne County Sheriff shall have the authority to
issue temporary orders banning all open burning within the
unincorporated area of Osborne County at his discretion for no
more than seven (7) days, if in his reasonable opinion the
public safety would be served thereby. Such bans shall be in
place from the time the Sheriff notifies the Osborne County
Sheriff’s Office Dispatch and the county fire departments of the
ban and shall remain in effect until rescinded in like manner.

Further extension of said ban will require action by the Board
